The comprehensive school (Gesamtschule)

combines the Gymnasium, Realschule, and 

Hauptschule. First introduced in the 1960s, this 

type of school allows students to switch between 

different tracks without changing buildings

International Schools 

International schools are accustomed to dealing 

with children from all over the world  and with 

varied linguistic backgrounds. One advantage of 

the international education system is portability 

and continuity of the curriculum, which helps 

prevent learning gaps if the family moves to 

another location or returns home. And as private 

schools, they can often afford better facilities, 

extensive extracurricular activities and longer 

hours - in some cases up to six p.m. But you 

pay for the privilege: tuition fees can run to 

well over 18,000 euros a year in the secondary 

school.  German taxpayers can, however, deduct 

up to 30% of these fees from their taxes as 

extraordinary expenses (Sonderausgaben) up 

to a maximum amount of 5,000 euros. 

 In recent years, a number of bilingual (Ger-

man-English) primary schools have opened in 

Frankfurt with tuition that ranges from 220 to 

1000 euros per month. What follows is a brief 

overview of the major international and bilingual 

schools in the Frankfurt Rhein-Main region.

Frankfurt International School

One of the largest international schools in Eu-

rope, Frankfurt International School (FIS) was 

founded in 1961 as a non-profit institution and 

offers an international education based on the 

International Baccalaureate Program. FIS is a co-

educational day school situated 15 kilometers 

northwest of Frankfurt in Oberursel. The 16-acre 

main campus contains two well-equipped 

buildings for the elementary and upper schools 

(grades 2 to 12), a new art and technology wing 

and a separate, multi-purpose primary school 

for children aged 3-7 years. Although English 

is the main language of instruction, German-

language instruction is available throughout 

all grades. French and Spanish are offered in 

grades 6-12. English as a Second Language is 

also offered as well as a mother-tongue (first 

language) program during the school day in 

Dutch, Swedish, Japanese and Korean. Compre-

hensive programs in performing arts, fine arts 

and sports complete the curriculum and there 

is an extensive after-school program. The Upper 

School culminates in the IB Diploma Programme 

with examinations in grade 12. Students can 

also receive a high school diploma based on 

North American guidelines. Accredited by the 

Council of International Schools and the New 

England Association of Schools & Colleges, FIS is 

a founding member school of the International 

Baccalaureate Organization (IBO) and AGIS. The 

school is a registered examination center for 

the International Baccalaureate (IB) and the 

American College Board Entrance Examina-

tions (SAT). FIS also operates a branch school, 

International School Wiesbaden, for 300 children 

aged 3 to grade 6.

Before 

and after school, adult supervision is offered 

as part of ISF’s Extended Daycare Programme, 

available each day at no extra cost to pupils 

from kindergarten up to grade 6. ISF offers 

students the following university-qualifying 

curricula that allow them to enter universities 

throughout Germany, Europe and the world: 

the International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma 

(grade 12), US Advanced Placement (AP) Exams 

(grade 12), ISF High School Diploma (grade 12), 

and the British AS/A-Level Exams (grade 13). 

The International General Certificate of Second-

ary Education (IGCSE) curriculum is taught in 

grades 9 and 10. ISF is an accredited member 

of the Commission on International and Trans-

Regional Accreditation (CITA), the North Central 

Association of Colleges and Schools (NCA) 

and the Commission on Accreditation and 

School Improvement (CASI).

International 
Baccalaureate

Launched in Swizter-

land in 1968, the In-

ternational Baccalau-

reate (IB) has become 

the degree of choice 

among international 

schools in Germany. Considered to be the 

leading university entrance degree, the IB 

is now taught in more than 2,000 schools 

in 125 countries. 

   The IB actually consists of three educa-

tion programs: Primary Years Program 

(PYP) for students aged three to 12, the 

Middle Years Program (MYP), and the Di-

ploma Program for students aged 16 to 

19. The full IB diploma (which is taught in 

grade 11 and 12) is recognized in Canada 

and the US, and colleges may award stu-

dents with first-year credit (similar to the 

AP system). In the UK, most universities 

accept the IB Diploma as an alternative to 

A-levels. 

Germany also recognizes the IB for uni-

versity entrance if certain requirements 

are met. While the IB is primarily offered in 

private international schools, some public 

schools in Germany are now also offering 

the IB diploma. 

   As of 2009, there were 35 schools in Ger-

many offering one or more of the three IB 

programs: 12 schools offer the PYP,  seven 

schools offer the MYP and 34 schools offer 

the Diploma Program. For a complete list-

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There is no excuse not to stay fit 
and trim. The Rhein-Main region 
offer every sport imaginable. But if 
you would rather just watch from 
the sidelines, there are also several 
professional sports teams.

Germans believe strongly in exercise and rec-

reational sports, beginning in early childhood 

and extending into the senior years. Thanks to a 

unique system of community sports clubs, which 

encourages everyone to choose an activity and 

practice it regularly, the Frankfurt-Rhein-Main 

region offers a wealth of opportunities when it 

comes to sports and recreation.

Recreational Sports

Have you ever wondered why Germans repeat-

edly excel in international sporting events? One 

of the reasons is the organized network of  clubs 

that offers a wide range of activities at reason-

able prices to everyone. Sports in Germany 

are a great equalizer, cutting across social and 

occupational strata. Joining a sports club in 

Germany is a great way to make contact with 

people from all walks of life in a fun atmosphere. 

Indeed, one of the best parts of being a sports 

club member is retreating to the pub with other 

club members after a good workout.

The range of sports offered by these non-profit 

clubs is enormous – soccer, tennis, horseback riding, 

track and field,  aerobics, swimming and, increas-

ingly, international sports such as baseball, rugby 

and even American football. For a full listing of the 

sports clubs available in your region, contact the 

local sports office (Sportamt) in the city or county 

government. In addition, the Sports Association 

of Hessen (Landessportbund Hessen) can provide 

you with more information about sports clubs 

throughout the state. The best way to find a club 

is to consult the www.sport-in-hessen.de website, 

where all you need to do is go to their search engine 

and punch in your postal code.  In Frankfurt, you 

can also consult www.sportkreis-frankfurt.de 

Membership fees vary greatly, depending on 

the type of sport, the size of the club and the 

quality of the facilities. But as a general guideline, 

individual memberships cost between 100-250  

euros per year – with discounts for students and 

children. Family memberships are usually a good 

deal ... much cheaper than several individual 

memberships. It is important to note that once 

you become a registered member of a German 

sports club, you are automatically insured under 

that club’s policy should you become injured. 

Many clubs allow you to work out several times 

before formally committing to a membership. You 

can also check out the website www.mainova-

sport.de which runs a similar program. 

Frankfurt’s largest sports clubs is the Turnge-

meinde Bornheim, founded in 1860 and located 

in the northeastern neighborhood of Bornheim, 

just outside the city ring. The choice of sports 

here is broad. There is the traditional array of 

sports including hockey, football, golf, gymnas-

tics, soccer, handball, basketball, weightlifting 

and swimming. But one can also lean toward 

the wilder side, with activities such as Qi Gong,  

oriental dance, aquarobics for seniors and even 

accordion lessons. Here is a listing of several of 

the larger sports clubs in Frankfurt:

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Idstein 

Idstein is a quaint town of cobblestone streets 

and half-timbered houses with 25,000 inhabit-

ants located between Limburg and Wiesbaden 

just off the A3 Autobahn. The former residency 

of the Nassau royalty, Idstein offers a range 

of day-trip attractions such as the medieval 

Hexenturm, historical remains of the Roman-

built Germanic Limes and the ornate interior of 

the Unionskirche. If you are a golfer, you should 

take a look at the 36-hole Golfpark in Idstein 

which offers one of the most inexpensive club 

memberships in the region. Idstein is also host 

to an annual jazz festival, which attracts thou-

sands of visitors and more than 600 musicians 

every summer. 

Other Major Cities 

Wiesbaden

Elegant and beautiful, Wiesbaden is without 

a doubt one of the most attractive cities in 

Germany. Wiesbaden is sometimes referred 

to as the “Nice of the North” and rightfully so 

– considering the many mansions, the historic 

Kurhaus, the Casino and the magnificent State 

Theater. Wiesbaden has been well known as a 

great spa city since ancient times. But it was 

during the mid-1800s that the city developed a 

reputation as an international and cosmopolitan 

spa city. At the time, J. W. von Goethe, Johannes 

Brahms and Fyodor Dostoyevsky, as well as vari-

ous royal families frequented Wiesbaden. Today, 

Wiesbaden’s 27 hot, saline springs and its mild 

climate and park-like setting continue to make 

it a popular resort and conference center. And 

while Wiesbaden has a long and illustrious his-

tory, it is also the modern state capital of Hessen 

and many governmental offices. 

The Rhein River and wine are inseparably 

linked with Wiesbaden. Numerous producers 

of German sparkling wine (Sekt) are located in 

and around Wiesbaden. Nearby, the Rheingau 

winegrowing region, with its distinctive wines 

and culinary delights, also awaits discovery. Each 

summer, the Rheingau music festival highlights 

spectacular performances set against the back-

drop of the historic local vineyards. Wiesbaden 

is also known for its elegant hotels. 

One of the focal points of Wiesbaden is the 

Kurhaus, an elegant concert hall and congress 

center set in the midst of a beautiful park. At 

the nearby casino, you can test lady luck in a 

spectacular setting. If you like to shop, head 

for the famous antiques quarter, elegant retail 

arcades or the boutiques along Wilhelmstraße. 

And in the historic city center, stroll along 

the cobblestone streets where small shops 

and boutiques are nestled between half-

timbered houses.

Darmstadt

The Rhein-Main region’s royal connection 

stretches all the way to Darmstadt, due south of 

Frankfurt. It was here that Queen Victoria’s grand-

son, the Grand Duke Ernst Ludwig of Hessen, 

married his second wife, Eleanor, in 1905. To mark 

the occasion, the city bestowed the gift of the 

48-meter-high Wedding Tower (Hochzeitsturm)

on the couple. The tower formed the center of 

the Mathildenhöhe – the birthplace of the Ger-

man Art Nouveau movement. Today, Darmstadt 

is home to many international families: the 

city is headquarters for the European Space 

Agency and the international pharmaceutical 

and chemical conglomerate Merck. In addition, 

a state-funded international primary school was 

recently opened in nearby Seeheim-Jugenheim 

(www.schuldorf-bergstrasse.de). The quality of 

life in Darmstadt is heightened by the many 

leisure activities in the surrounding areas. The 

Odenwald, with its softly undulating range of 

mountains, is well known as a weekend getaway. 

And the Bergstraße, one of Germany’s smallest 

winegrowing regions, offers many wine festivals 

and culinary delights. 

Offenbach

Offenbach’s appeal lies in its separation from 

Frankfurt and its proximity to Frankfurt.  The 

regional transportation system makes Offenbach 

very accessible for commuters, and yet there 

is a long-standing, heated rivalry between the 

cities. This is more often than not played out 

on the soccer field: When Eintracht Frankfurt 

won its only national German title in 1959, the 

runner-up was of course the Offenbach Kickers. 

Once the center of the German leather industry, 

Offenbach’s well-known German Leather Mu-

seum is certainly worth a visit. Apartment rents 

in Offenbach are considerably lower than in 

Frankfurt, in particular for older apartments with 

high ceilings and turn-of-the-century details. 

Hanau

Birthplace of the Brothers Grimm, Jakob and 

Wilhelm, and the start of the German Fairytale 

Route (Deutsche Märchenstraße), the town 

of Hanau is a popular weekend destination. 

Situated on the Main River, just 20 km east of 

Frankfurt, Hanau is one of the areas where the 

Huguenots settled in the 17th century. The 

French influence is most evident in the gardens 

of the Philippsruhe Castle, located on the out-

skirts of town in Kesselstadt. The 18th-century 

summer residence of the Earls of Hanau is one 

of the first examples of the Versailles influence in 

Germany. Not far away on the park promenade 

is located Wilhelmsbad, a huge leisure park that 

dates back to the 18th century. Don’t miss the 

summer theatrical presentation of Grimm’s 

Fairytales performed every year on an elaborate 

open-air stage in the park. 

Heidelberg

Situated at the southern end of Germany’s 

famed Bergstraße, Heidelberg is a town that 

attracts nearly three million visitors each year. 

Heidelberg’s status as a major tourist site in Ger-

many is deeply rooted in its cultural past. During 

the 19th century Heidelberg became the heart 

of Germany’s Romantic movement, whereby a 

surge of literary, artistic and intellectual vigor filled 

the minds of its scholars and citizens. This epoch 

of German history is embodied in Heidelberg’s 

long and narrow Altstadt, where Germany’s 

oldest academic institution, the Ruprecht Karls 

University, sits 250 feet below the ruins of a mas-

sive Renaissance fortress. One out of five people 

living in Heidelberg is a student today, meaning 

that the city has a sense of youth and energy 

combined with cosmopolitan flair. 

Mainz

The 2000-year-old city of Mainz is located at 

the confluence of the Rhein and Main rivers. 

Once the seat of the Prince-Electors of the Holy 

Roman Empire, today Mainz is the capital of the 

state of Rheinland-Palatinate. The city skyline 

is dominated by the cathedral, which is one of 

the finest examples of medieval architecture in 

Europe. Mainz is also the birthplace of Johannes 

Gutenberg, the inventor of moveable type, which 

is well-documented in a local museum. Mainz is 

also a youthful university town, home to three 

universities. In the summer months, students 

can be seen lounging on beach chairs on the 

banks of the Rhein river. The city was bombed 

heavily during World War II, but the old part of 

the city retains its flair with broad open streets, 

spacious squares, boutiques, cafés, and wine 

bars. And during Germany’s carnival season, 

Mainz attracts millions of visitors to its parades, 

parties and costume balls.

Aschaffenburg

Located in the western-most corner of Bavaria 

and just 30 minutes from Frankfurt, Aschaffen-

burg is a majestic city with plenty of culture. 

Over its long history, Aschaffenburg alternatively 

belonged to Mainz and Frankfurt but was finally 

annexed to Bavaria in 1814. The main cultural 

attraction in the city is the landmark Johan-

nesburg Castle, a red sandstone renaissance 

building that was originally the residence of the 

Prince Bishop of Mainz. Other sites include the 

1000-year-old Stiftskirche and the Pompejanum, 

a Roman villa rebuilt with plans discovered in 

Pompeii. If you want to take an ambitious bicycle 

tour, try peddling along the well-marked bike 

path from Frankfurt to Aschaffenburg.
